Canada’s History Magazine Confederation Assignment
Before 1756, North America was a land ruled by two empires, the French and the British.  Somehow in the next 111 years, the country of Canada was formed, however most Canadians are unclear of what happened and which events helped to form this country.  To help enlighten Canadians to their past, Canada’s History Magazine, is planning to feature 6 historically significant events in an upcoming issue, entitled "Six Steps to Confederation".  They have hired you as an historian to select six "historically significant" events for this issue.  Your assignment is to design a cover, and you will be able to choose as the focus, the event you consider to be the most historically significant.  As well, you are being asked to write the Editor's Note, that explains why the event you choose had deep consequences for many people over a long period of time. 
Activity 

Design a cover for Canada’s History Magazine, based on the event you consider to be the most historically significant.  Your cover will need to contain the following items.

· Name of the magazine: Canada’s History Magazine
· Headline of the feature article and a brief description (to catch the reader’s attention).

· Reference to the other articles included in the magazine (5 out of the other 8 events you chose)

· Text and pictures that will capture the reader’s interest.

(You may use design the cover using any appropriate and printable program or means)
Writing
Write the Editor’s Note, to explain the historical significance of the event on your cover.  Make sure you use the three criteria for historical significance to defend your choice. This should be a 5 paragraph persuasive essay, using the POWER format provided (p=prepare; o=organize; w=write; e=edit and r=rewrite).
