Final Exam Review

Your Final Exam in Social Studies 10 is made up of 4 sections consisting of  1 map, 40 multiple choice, four paragraph questions (out of 7 choices), and an essay question.

Here are the two topics for the essay section of the exam. You will have to write on one of the two, though only one will appear on the exam. This means you have to prepare for both! You will not be allowed to bring any notes into the exam with you; however, preparing an essay outline ahead of time will help greatly once you get into the exam. Remember that because I am giving you the topics ahead of time, I am expecting a complete, well organized, and accurate essay. Prepare well!
1.  Imagine that you are a government official in 1886 and that a reporter has just arrived to ask you about your role in making Canada a country.  Explain in an essay how Canada came to be a country, your contribution (make it up), and why you tried to make it a country from sea to sea.

2. Do we, as Canadians, have a history about which we can be proud? Of what aspects can we be proud? What aspects are more shameful? Evaluate whether, on the whole (and given the positive and negative points mentioned above), we should be proud of our history.
